DOMINION CLUB PLAYDOWNS
GENERAL RULES

1.  The rules of play for this event will follow 1) the Dominion Club Championship rules of play and 2) PEICA rules of play for Provincial Playdowns unless otherwise stipulated.

2. GAME CANCELLATIONS:  

a. Games will only be cancelled should the weather be inclement enough to close the club.  In this event all games will be rescheduled to a later date.

b. Should one team be unable to ice a team for a scheduled game, it will be at the discretion of the opposing team to either reschedule the game at a time convenient to both teams OR take the win by default.

c. Rescheduled games may be played at any date and time available on the Practice Ice signup inside the front doors but must be played on or before March 11.

3. SPARES:

a. The Dominion Championship will accommodate fifth players at the National Event but it will be at the player’s own expense.

b. Each team shall be permitted to substitute a maximum of 1 replacement player from the club who MUST play lead.  This player must also:
i. Be eligible to play in the Dominion Championship.

ii. Be a member in good standing of the Charlottetown Curling Club.

iii. Not be a registered member of another team in the competition.   
LADIES’ CHAMPIONSHIP

1. All games are eight ends in duration with all ties being broken by an extra end.

2. Hammer and colour determined by coin toss.

3. All ladies teams will play four games during a double round robin.

4. After the round robin, the top two teams will play in the Championship final.

5. If one team finishes the round robin undefeated, the will receive a bye to the final and 2nd and 3rd place will play off to meet them .
6. If there is no undefeated team, the top two teams will play off in a one-game final.

7. Ties in the standings after round-robin play will be broken using the following criteria and in this order:

a. Head to head record.
b. Total for team draw to the button (completed after the fourth game).

MEN’S CHAMPIONSHIP

1. All games are eight ends in duration with all ties being broken by an extra end.

2. Hammer and colour determined by coin toss.

3. All men’s teams will play six games during a full round robin.

4. If one team finishes the round robin undefeated, the will receive a bye to the final and 2nd and 3rd place will play off to meet them.

5. If there is no undefeated team, 4 teams will be seeded in sudden death playoffs - 1 vs 4 and 3 vs 2 with the winners advancing to a one-game final.

6. Ties in the standings after round-robin play will be broken using the following criteria and in this order:

a. Head to head record.

b. Total for team draw to the button (completed after the sixth game).
